VINALHAVEN COLLEGE SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION 
Eligibility
Graduating Vinalhaven seniors in 2025, or 2024 Vinalhaven graduating seniors who were not awarded a PIE Vinalhaven College or PIE Ogden/Chaffey scholarship, and plan to attend 4-year college full time, are invited to apply. The scholarship committee will award two scholarships per year, based on academic performance and school and community involvement. A strong family and current connection to Vinalhaven and/or the applicant’s intention to benefit the community in the future will also be considered. The scholarship is not primarily need based, but financial information will be requested and reviewed. SAT scores and class rank will not be considered. The scholarship will be awarded at the discretion of the scholarship committee.
Payment
The $4000 renewable scholarship will be awarded after the completion of the first semester of college with a GPA of 2.5 or above, and at the beginning of the school year thereafter, as long as the student is in good standing with his/her institution and maintaining a satisfactory GPA (a satisfactory GPA is 2.5 or above). The Scholarship Committee requires a written statement about the college experience at the end of each school year in order to receive payment for the following year. Scholarship recipients are asked to send a copy of their transcripts and their written statement to:

OGDEN/CHAFFEY COLLEGE SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION SHEET
Eligibility
Graduating Vinalhaven seniors in 2025, or 2024 Vinalhaven graduating seniors who were not awarded a PIE Vinalhaven College or PIE Ogden/Chaffey scholarship, planning on attending a two or one-year college program or other training/vocational program are invited to apply. The scholarship committee may also consider applications from students attending a four-year college program. The scholarship committee will award two scholarships per year, based on academic performance and school and community involvement. A strong family and current connection to Vinalhaven and/or the applicant’s intention to benefit the community in the future will also be considered. The scholarship is not primarily need based, but financial information will be requested and reviewed. SAT scores and class rank will not be considered. The scholarship will be awarded at the discretion of the scholarship committee.
Payment
Two $3000 one-time scholarships will be awarded after the successful* completion of the first semester of college or at the completion of the training program. The Scholarship Committee requires a written statement about the college experience or training program at the end of the first year or at the completion of the training program.
